Teen Assistance Program (TAP)
What is the Teen Assistance Program?

The Teen Assistance Program’s goal is to identify students struggling with drug and/or alcohol issues and provide services they need to overcome these issues. 
How do students access the program?
Referrals can be made for students by completing an IST referral form or speaking with the student’s counselor.  On the IST referral form it is important that you clearly state that you are concerned about a drug and/or alcohol issue. The Principal of the building can make a direct referral to TAP by contacting the Director of PPS.    
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What are the Teen Assistance Program’s goals?
· To identify and help troubled students and their families with issues surrounding drug and/or alcohol use
· To reduce student alcohol and other drug use

· To assist teachers and counselors with troubled students addressing drug and alcohol concerns
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What is the role of the TAP Coordinator?
1. Receive referrals from IST regarding students with drug and/or alcohol issues.  The student’s counselor will make the initial call to parent/guardian regarding the concern.  Once the initial call is made to parent/guardian the counselor will contact the TAP Coordinator to start the TAP referral process.  
2. TAP Coordinator will collect Teacher input information after referral has been made.  TAP Coordinator will work with the student’s counselor to determine which teacher(s) should provide teacher input information.  

3. TAP Coordinator will schedule an in-take meeting with parent/guardian to collect additional information.

4. TAP Coordinator will work with TAP Counselors to schedule family counseling.

5. TAP Coordinator will support the parents in attending the TAP family counseling sessions.

6. The TAP Coordinator will attend CAAST meetings at FLACRA

7. The TAP Coordinator will work with the TAP counselors to connect to outside agencies if necessary.
